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Psalm 104:26 There go the ships: there is that leviathan, whom thou hast 
made to play therein. 
 
I think of Leviathan as Sin or sin but if the day of the Lord is to heal it is to 
create and create is when we finally have proof of the giant we call 
Leviathan.
