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Leviticus 7:25 For whosoever eateth the fat of the beast, of which men offer 
an offering made by fire unto the LORD, even the soul that eateth [it] shall be 
cut off from his people. 
 
The soul is a bit of and a sort and a kind but not in the sense of a cow 
man. The cow or the house of men is bit and we who are men are spirit 
from the heart.

They were influenced by the dog but the dog was out for fun 
and though it was dark it was darkness because of a curse made on 
Entropy and on Joy. For if the Morning Stars were angels then the angels 
fell and if Joy was one then she also fell. Only if Joy fell it was part of her 
as flesh. She was raised up by Worth so that life would be restored. 
 
All things were and all things came about because of women. God created 
the universe with women and women were those who had been partly free 
of the curse which came about by way of life in the tree. They were those 
who came to us in the form of Grace and in the form of Life in Liberty and 
in the form of an Eagle and the Eagle carried us with Truth. There were 
things God revealed to me about Wisdom and Wisdom was of Entropy 
and Entropy was of things she had found. All in all man is the flesh and 
women are aiding him to raid the cupboard with hope for God to return.
